CALL FOR ARTISTS: YWCA Exhibition, April-July 2011
The Weavers Guild of Greater Cincinnati will have a group show at the YWCA in downtown Cincinnati to open in April of 2011. All members are invited to submit artworks for this show. Here are the details:

· All entries must include a human face and/or a human form. 
· Interpretation styles may be realistic to abstract. All fiber techniques are acceptable. Works may be two- or three-dimensional.
· The deadline for entries to be delivered to the Guild House is March 1, 2011. The deadline for entries that will be considered for publicity photos is January 4, 2011.

· There are no restrictions regarding the age of the artworks submitted or whether they have been shown before. Existing work is acceptable.

· The exhibition will be juried.

· Artworks can be sold. The YWCA takes a 30% commission on sales made during any show.
· There is an opportunity for several vendor stations on the night of the opening—same commission.

· There is the potential for a site-specific installation. Check with the Exhibitions Committee for details about making a proposal.

· All types of fiber artwork are encouraged, including interactive.

The Art Selection Committee of the YWCA has indicated that they wish to have a wide range of sizes, including several pieces to fill prominent large walls. The scale of these artworks should be approximately 3-4 feet by 4-5 feet; they do not have to be rectangular. Visiting the gallery space will give members an idea of where both large and small pieces can be displayed.

Pedestals will be available for sculptural works, but nothing fragile or insubstantial can be displayed in this fashion because of the public nature of the gallery.
