Each participant will receive a free mug-rug grid and choose from baskets of fabric and wool strips to get you started.  Jo Ann will loan you the needle to see if you like the process.  And if you want to become a hooker, you can purchase the $15 table topper kit, which includes gridwork, special needle, written directions and enough fabric to get you started. “PAINTSTIKS” ON FABRIC

Learn how to use oil-based paintstiks to embellish fabric. Mix colors, lighten the colors or apply the paintstiks directly onto the fabric. You can also make rubbings using texture plates. In addition, you will learn to design stencils in order to create an airbrush effect. Use your newly acquired skills to decorate a scarf as a final project. 

Bring your lunch and the following supplies:

a) Paper towels

b) Fabric swatches to practice on – light and dark solid cotton or poly-cotton fabric, 12” square or larger. You could also bring a printed piece of fabric to experiment with.

c) Bring textures to use, a doily, textured shelving liners, washers glued on cardboard, or even a bathmat.

d) Instructor will provide paintstiks, texture plates, supplies to make your own texture plates, freezer paper, stencils, protective gloves, mat knives, masking tape, and scarves. If you have an extra mat knife or roll of masking tape, please bring it along.
